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their jurisdiction. By making their decision, i.e., placing Deputy Canizales on Administrative
Eeave with Pay, there is nothing left for the Merit Council to decide axcept whethar Deputy
Canizales is entitled to 20 days of pay.

After considerable thought, it is evident to me that 30 days of pay to Deputy Canizales is 4 less
venal alternative than forcing the victim to give her testimony - not before the Superiar Court
criminal judgs assigned to the case but to the lay three person panal of the Merit Council. The
benefit of not putting my Department members and the victim through a total of six hearing
days before a Council that has already mzde up its collective mind - cerfainly outweighs the
detriment of cutting a check for Deputy Canizales.
